love and will empower you to live for Christ. After accepting Jesus Christ as your Lord and Savior, it is 

vitally important that you read His Word daily, commune with Him in prayer, assemble together with other 

believers, and boldly proclaim the glorious gospel of Jesus Christ to others.
